Your Excellency,

Directive 96/61/EC concerning integrated pollution prevention and control
 (the IPPC Directive) has applied to new installations since 30 October 1999, which was the deadline for transposition. 

For existing installations, the final deadline for implementation is 30 October 2007, unless an installation is subject to a “substantial change” before that date, in which case a new permit is required before the “substantial change” is made. This means that existing installations either must be newly permitted in accordance with the Directive, or must have their pre-existing permit conditions reconsidered and, where appropriate updated, within a time period that achieves full compliance with the Directive by 30 October 2007.

The Commission is currently preparing its report on the implementation of the IPPC Directive as foreseen under Article 16(3) of this Directive. The report will in particular be based on the reports of the Member States for the period 2000-2002. It will also build on the Communication “On the Road to Sustainable Production”
 adopted in June 2003 by the Commission, together with the contributions to that Communication from stakeholders.

Against these considerations, it is important that all Member States take a planned and proactive approach towards meeting the Directive’s full requirements by 30 October 2007. However, it appears from the information available to the Commission that a number of Member States have made only limited progress to date in the Directive’s practical implementation, especially in respect of bringing existing installations into compliance. 

In this context, and in order to enable the Commission to monitor the progress made towards the full implementation of the Directive, I would therefore be grateful if you would indicate the number of new, reconsidered and, where appropriate updated permits for existing installations, and any update on the expected total number of existing installations in your Member State. You will find enclosed a template for the transmission of such information. This information should preferably relate to the situation at the end of June 2005. If data are only available for a different date, I would be grateful for this to be specified in the response. I would appreciate receipt of this information within two months of this letter.

I am confident that the information you will provide will enable a useful exchange of information on the progress made towards a proper and timely implementation of the IPPC Directive.

Notes:

General note: This template is for collection of data on numbers of “existing installations” as defined by Article 2(4) and “permits” as defined by Article 2(9). The numbers for installations and permits will not necessarily be identical because, according to Article 2(9), a permit may cover part of an installation, a whole installation, or more than one installation. Further guidance and explanation in relation to the data sought in the table are given in the notes below. Member States may also wish to provide additional comments if necessary to support and explain the data in the table. The number of permits for existing installations should include all the permits issued since the entry into effect of the Directive (30 October 1999) for existing installations still in operation at the end of the state of play. 

Note 1. For all of the columns numbered 1-5, the table provides a template for collection of data based on the main Annex I activity of an installation. If possible, the information should be provided at the level of the Annex I subheadings (1.1, 2.3(a), 6.4(b), etc.). The lefthand column therefore sets out the relevant Annex I subheading numbers and a condensed summary of the corresponding activity descriptions (see Annex I of the Directive for the full descriptions including thresholds). In completing the table, care should be taken not to count the same installation or permit more than once, even if it covers several activities. Where an installation or permit comprises activities under two or more Annex I categories, therefore, it should be listed against only one Annex I category (e.g. the one that best describes the installation or permit).

Note 2. Columns 2-4 cover the various ways in which existing installations can be made subject to permits that are considered compliant with the Directive. These are as follows:

(a) the granting of a permit in accordance with the procedure set down by Articles 6 and 8. Column 2 refers to such a permit as a “new” permit. The figures include also any such “new” permits granted as a consequence of a proposed “substantial change”.

 (b) as an alternative to applying the procedure of Articles 6 and 8, Article 5(1) allows a competent authority to bring existing installations into compliance “by reconsidering and, where necessary, by updating” the conditions to which the installations were already subject, e.g. under what might be termed a “pre-IPPC permit” (i.e. a permit issued under legislation preceding implementation of the IPPC Directive). Column 3 requests data on those cases where the conditions of such a “pre-IPPC permit” were reconsidered, but no updating was undertaken because the conditions were considered to already comply with the requirements of the Directive.

(c) column 4 similarly requests data on those cases where the conditions of a “pre-IPPC permit” were reconsidered, and the conditions were subsequently updated in order to comply with the Directive.

Note 3. Column 5 requests data on any permits for existing installations which had yet to be issued, or reconsidered and updated if appropriate, at the date of the state of play. 

Note 4. Although Member States are generally requested to report by the main activity types shown in the lefthand column to the extent possible, it is recognised that the chemical sector is especially complex in this regard, and that many chemical installations carry out more than one activity as defined in the subheadings of Heading 4. Member States are therefore requested to report by the subheadings if the data are available, but otherwise to report only the overall figures for Heading 4 (i.e. no figures for individual subheadings).
